SECOND SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
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 A Special Message from Father Mario 
 

Dear Brothers & Sisters in Christ: 

 
John the Baptist  had the great honor of preparing the way for Jesus.  Through John�s preaching 

and baptizing, the people�s hearts were ready for the coming of the Lamb of God. John had spent 

his entire life listening to God�s word.  The witness of John the Baptist depended on what was  

revealed to him in his prayer and on what he saw with his eyes. John had been told by God that a 

dove-like spirit would descend and remain upon the one who he would baptize. And when Jesus, 

the Messiah, finally came, God helped John to recognize him.   

 

In today�s Gospel, John speaks of John the Baptist�s testimony to Jesus, rather than the actual 

baptism of Jesus.  Although John prepared the way for Jesus, he acknowledges that he did not 

know who to expect. We recall Jesus� baptism at this time each year because it marks the inaugu-

ration of Jesus� mission to the world.  It reminds us that his call is ours as well.  We are called 

to manifest God�s saving grace not only in words, but in deeds.  Purity, meekness and obedience to 

God are traits we can cultivate within ourselves to help us on our paths to God. Sometimes, how-

ever, our lives get so hectic and busy that we do not recognize Jesus in our daily lives nor do we 

take seriously our call to discipleship.  This week I challenge you to spend some time discerning 

how you are a disciple to others.  What concrete words and deeds do you manifest Christ to the 

world with?  Make a commitment to be determined each day to make a conscious effort to bring 

the light of Christ to all you  encounter.

He is 
a young (50 years of age), enthusiasƟc and pastoral priest, who is described as a “priest who walks with the 
people.” With all of you, I welcome him to our Diocesan family, which will be greatly blessed by his ministry, 
and I very much look forward to geƫng to know him as in just a few days he has shown himself to be a deep-
ly spiritual and excepƟonal priest. Bishop Rodriguez is coming to a wonderful Diocese of diverse background 
and vibrant faith.  

It has been a great joy for me to have ministered here for almost twenty-three years. In accord with canon 
law, I submiƩed my resignaƟon to the Pope almost one year ago on my seventy-fiŌh birthday, and, with the 
appointment of Bishop-elect Rodriguez, it is now formally accepted. However, while I am also from Brooklyn, 
I will remain here in Palm Beach, which has become my home as it has for so many others 
from New York. I am very pleased when I am told that my Brooklyn accent has become 
even more pronounced since I have been in Palm Beach. I thank all of you for being the 
wonderful family of faith, hope, and love that you are. I look forward to my conƟnued 
home here assisƟng the new Bishop pastorally, in any manner I can. I also look forward to 
more Ɵme for prayer and study.
