SIXTH SUNDAY OF EASTER  
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 A Special Message from Father Mario 
 
Dear Brothers & Sisters in Christ: 
 
Several words in today’s Gospel are so important that we should repeat them to ourselves often: 
“Keep my commandments.” Jesus knows how difficult this would be for us if we had to do it all 
alone. So he gives us an Advocate (or Helper), the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit living and 
working in us enables us to put the teaching of Jesus into action. 
 
Jesus said “I will not leave you orphans.”  At some point we all want or even need to hear these 
words. They speak directly to our greatest fears and challenges and remind us that we do not 
stand alone.  Despite the circumstances of our lives, we have never been and never will be          
orphaned by God. This promise from God is still present all these years later and is probably 
even more pertinent now as our present world presents us with many additional challenges. 
Keeping the commandments is our access to Jesus’ promise that we will not be left orphaned. 
Keeping the commandments does not make Jesus present to us. It makes us present to the        
already ongoing reality of Jesus’ presence. The commandments do not earn us Jesus’ love, they  
reveal our love for him, a love that originates in his abiding love and presence in us. We have been 
given many gifts from God but the gift of the Holy Spirit is most precious. It is transformative 
and gives us life-giving food for our bodies, hearts, and minds. This week, I challenge you to be 
conscious of how you follow his commandments by loving your neighbor as yourself, loving your 
enemies, and loving the Lord our God with all your heart, soul, mind and strength. Trust in the 
Holy Spirit to be your advocate during each and every challenge you face.

All-loving God, we give thanks and praise for mothers 
young and old.  We pray for young mothers, who give life 
and count toes and tend to our every need.  We pray for 
our own mothers who have nurtured and cared for us.  We 
remember mothers who are separated from their children 
because of war, poverty or conflict.  We pray for women 
who are not mothers but sƟll love and shape us with  
motherly care and compassion.  We remember mothers, 
grandmothers and great-grandmothers who are no longer 
with us but who live forever in our memory and nourish us 
with their love.  Amen.
